Shri Gurvinder Singh is Founder President of Bhai Kanhaiya Manav Sewa
Trust Sirsain Haryana.

2. Born on January 04, 1969, Shri Gurvinder Singh completed his secondary
education from Sirsa. After schooling, he worked as a mechanic of agriculture
equipment. He met with an accident and was paralyzed. Doctors declared that he
would have to pass his entire life on the wheel chair.

3. During his treatment at hospital, Shri Gurvinder Singh saw that there was an
N.G.O. which used to serve free milk and bread in morning & evening to all the
patients and attendants with them. Having impressed by it, he decided to start free
milk service in civil hospital Sirsa to all patients. He also founded Bhai Kanhaiya
Manav Seva Trust in Sirsa. Since August 2006, the trust has organized 56 blood
donation camps to serve humanity. The Trust also runs Bhai Kanhaiya Ambulance
Service in Sirsa, Ellenabad & Rania town. Since July 2008, more than 10844
accident victims & child delivery cases have been attended by Ambulance services
given by the Trust.

4. Shri Gurvinder Singh's Trust also runs 'Bhai Kanhaiya Ashram' in Sirsa since
2010 for homeless orphan & destitute children, women & old age men. It is a house
for more than 406 Divyang persons in all. The Trust bears all the expenses like food,
clothing and medical treatment etc. free of cost. The Trust has sent 380 persons to
their homes after recovery from their bad conditions. The Trust also runs 'Bhai
Kanhaiya Shiksha Sansthan' in Sirsa for homeless, orphan and B.P.L. Children,
where 250 Children are studying. The trust provides them all services free of cost
like transport, books, stationery, bags, school dress & mid day meal.

S. Shri Gurvinder Singh has also been working for environmental protection.
His Trust has a nursery. In rainy seasons, the trust plants saplings and also
provides them to public for plantation free of cost. To aware general public about the
protection of Mother Nature, the Trust has grown a jungle in one acre of land. The
trust also runs potable water tanks for public in summer season at different places.
The trust organized medical camps and distributed free medicine. The trust also
Runs Silai Centre in Talwara Khurd, Ellenabad.
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
