He is widely known for his works
on Arsenic Toxicity. Besides having a successful career spread across academics, research, and
administration, he is also a well-known author, social worker, and columnist in daily
newspaper and reputed magazines.

2. Born on 1% August, 1954, Dr. Chakrabarty holds PhD in Analytical Chemistry from
Jadavpur University (1987). He took up his teaching and research as his career since 1981 at
Government Colleges of West Bengal and retired as Head of the Department of Chemistry,
Maulana Azad College, Kolkata (2006). Post retirement, he worked as a Visiting Professor at
post graduate level in the Zoology Department for eight years (2012 to 2019). He also taught
Green Chemistry in the P.G. level at West Bengal State University (2014-2016).

3. For two years (2014-2016) Dr. Chakrabarty was a Consultant and Director with West
Bengal Biotech Development Corporation, under Department of Biotechnology, Government of
West Bengal. He was member of various technical committees of the Biotechnology Department
of the State Government.

4. Dr. Chakrabarty's research works pivoted around remediation and treatment of Arsenic
toxicity. Regenerative Medicine is a key part of the treatments. He is also a Fellow of Regenerative
Medicine and Translational Science (FRMTS) from West Bengal University of Health Sciences
(2017). He is a Life-Fellow of Indian Chemical Society and was a member of American College of
Nutrition. He has various research publications in multiple journals related to Sanitary
Engineering, improvement of Complexing agents etc.

S. Dr. Chakrabarty is the sole editor of a globally acclaimed book "Arsenic Toxicity : Prevention
and Treatment" published by CRC press, Taylor and Francis, Boca Raton, Florida, USA (2015).
Beyond his research related activities, he had always been actively involved in different UNICEFF,
CPHEEO, and Government of India programs as resource person and key-note speaker. He
delivered lecture on "Arsenic : The deadly menace and its combating" at the Annual Conference of
ACN (2012) as an invited speaker. He was invited to deliver a lecture "Remediation of Arsenic
Toxicity : A challenge to the neutraceuticals and functional foods" at a conference of ISNFF at
Istanbul (2014). He was a guest speaker on "Remediation of Arsenic Toxicity" at IFT Conference,
Chicago, USA (2015). Recently he authored two books in Bengali (2021). One is "Corona atimarir
itikotha (History of Corona pandemic). It is a compilation of research and his thought leadership on
the origin, impact and future of Covid pandemic.
